HAPPY NEW YEAR 2010!

Ten years ago as we approached the new Millennium (the year
2000) many of us were so worried that the world could end any time
or that at least the "Millennium bug" would cause chaos and distur-
bances in all aspects of our lives. Church attendance that Christmas
and New Year increased. I still have the "millennium survival kit"
given as a Christmas gift in 1999 to help me stay alive a bit longer
than those without it. The Millennium came... and it's hard to be-
lieve we are already 10 years into it. Gracias a Dios... we are still
very much alive!

Scientifically very little has changed over the past year. Our planet
has completed another rotation around the Sun. The darkest day of
the year for us here has passed. But spiritually it seems that we are
very much affected every time we begin a new year. Many of us
feel like making a new year resolution we may never keep. We sing
sentimentally of "Auld Lang Syne," an old English for " The Good
Old Times." We gather with friends to boisterously usher in 2010.
We in America toot on paper horns at the midnight hour. People in
Britain ring church bells at midnight. Asians celebrating this New
Year and the Chinese New Year love to explode firecrackers "to
scare the bad things" and evil spirit of the old year and to welcome
the New Year. Some Catholics like to go to Mass at midnight or
near midnight to be with God in the Church praying as 12:01A.M.
of the New Year begins. And here's an interesting belief from the
culture and family I was born: "Everyone has to be in the best be-
havior during the first day of the New Year because this will set the
pattern for all the 364 days that will follow. So be good for God's
sake and for goodness sake. No fooling around especially for kids
otherwise... you will be it for the rest of the year!" Reflecting on it
now maybe it was a good way to instill discipline in us as we were
growing up. What other beliefs have you learned from your own
culture and family?

The name of our first month is quiet symbolic. It comes from
"Janus" the ancient Roman mythological god with two heads. One
head faces one direction and the other faces the opposite. January is
like that, it takes a last look at the old year 2009 which has ended
and a first look at the New Year we have just started. 1 would like
to share with you my favorite New Year Prayer inspired by the
longer prayer from "Prayers of Blessing and Praise for All Occa-
sions" page 14-15 by Hugo Schlesinger and Humberto Porro:
"Heavenly Father as I begin this New Year, when a new page is
inscribed in the Book of Life, I ask you the grace to help me fulfill
my everyday needs and to direct my steps on the path of life. I beg
your justice for all people, in every corner of this world, and a little
peace and tranquility for me. You crown the sky with stars and con-
duct the planets in their paths, enlighten the wise, give vision to our
leaders and scientists, and fill my days with light and love. You
know who will live and who will die this year, who will remain at
peace, who will engage in violence, who will remain poor and who
will stay rich, who will be fed and who will hunger. Look upon me
with full measure of your grace and blessing. May my repentance,
prayer, and supplication...reach your ears. May my sincere words be
lifted to your presence so that you may bless me and my loved ones
in this New Year through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen."
