SAINT ATHANASIUS MOUNTAIN VIEW, CA 
THE DIVINE MERCY AT ST. ATHANASIUS 

Last February 17, 2010,  parishioner Joel Villareal sent us a letter 
signed by  33 parishioners requesting for approval to formally start a 
"Diving Mercy Devotion" group in the parish.  It was approved by 
Pastor and Staff.  So this coming April 11, 2010, on the feast of the 
Divine Mercy, the  group will lead devotees to celebrate a special 
Mass at noon with the installation of the Divine Mercy image in our 
Church.  In my absence, we requested Divine Mercy chaplain Fr. 
Joseph Kowalzcyk, M.M. (a Maryknoll priest whose Polish family 
name sounds like a relative of Helen Kowalska or Sister Faustina). 
HOW AND WHEN DID THIS DEVOTION START?  It started 69 
years ago with a young Polish nun, SISTER FAUSTINA OF THE 
BLESSED SACRAMENT (Helen Kowalska) on FEBRUARY 22, 
1931. She saw a vision of Jesus with rays of mercy streaming from his 
heart.  Jesus in a vision asked her to have an image painted to repre-
sent this vision and to write at the bottom "JESUS, I TRUST YOU."  
In this image, Jesus' hands are raised in blessing, recalling the Easter 
Sunday night appearance in John 20.  As recorded in her diary, she 
received a series of revelations from the Lord about GOD'S LIMIT-
LESS MERCY to even the greatest sinners.  Jesus revealed to her 
several ways for people to respond to his mercy and gave promises for 
those who would trust in his mercy and show mercy to others.  This 
record of revelations were ascertained by her spiritual director and 
approved by the authorities of the Church as genuine.  When she died 
7 years later, the devotion to the Divine Mercy had already begun to 
spread throughout Eastern Europe.  She was beatified by Pope John 
Paul II on April 18, 1993. 
WHAT IS THE DEVOTION ALL ABOUT?  The heart of the mes-
sage of Divine Mercy is that GOD IS MERCY ITSELF. He asks us to 
turn to Him with trust, receiving his mercy with thanksgiving and 
giving mercy to others by our deeds, words and prayer.  The message 
is TRUST AND MERCY.  With the SACRED HEART DEVOTION 
they are perhaps the two sides of one coin.  Jesus also asked Sister 
Faustina to pray and work towards establishing a Feast of the Divine 
Mercy on the Sunday after Easter, and to make a novena of prayer 
from Good Friday to the following Saturday in preparation for this 
feast.  These 9 days of prayer ('novena" comes from 'novem' or nine),  
are like the 9 days of prayer by the Apostles and Mary in the upper 
room before the day of Pentecost.  The chaplet of the Divine Mercy 
uses the ordinary rosary beads of 5 decades and has the 3:00PM (the 
hour of Jesus' death) as a special daily remembrance hour.  Each day 
has a special intention. (For more information please read the handout 
from the group). 
 PARISHIONERS'    MERCY   (Gifts of Great Sacrifice) 
After learning about our parish estimated deficit of $3,000 per week, 
several parishioners sent some generous gifts in addition to their Sun-
day Offertory and ADA pledges.  This week a parishioner came to me 
with a gift of $3,000 for the Parish ( 1/4 for the ADA pledge).  Two 
weeks ago, someone came with very generous gifts for the parish, for 
the Bishop's capital campaign and even for the Holy Father's ministry. 
After a 5:30PM Sunday Mass a parishioner handed me  a $1,000 gift 
for the parish, followed by another parishioner with a $500 gift.  Few 
months ago, a parishioner from Redwood Villa also sent us $3,000 
for the parish while a couple shared with us $500 from their wed-
ding gifts.  All of them didn't want their names to be published.  We 
are touched by the sacrificial gifts of these parishioners.  THANK 
YOU SO MUCH FOR YOUR TIMELY GENEROUS GIFTS.
